EETT Funding Year 10 - RFA & ARRA Competitive Grant 
· The total federal appropriation for EETT decreased by 67% from FY 2009 to FY 2010. California’s EETT award declined from $29.1 million in FY 2009 to $11.5 million for FY 2010. CDE will subgrant 100%, or $11.5 million, to LEAs with 50% allocated to formula grants and 50% allocated on a competitive basis.

EETT Formula Grant Eligibility
· Local Educational Agency's (LEAs) are eligible for EETT Formula if they received funds under Part A of Title I. The amount of formula funding is based on the LEAs proportionate share of funds it receives under Part A of Title I to the statewide totals. No application is necessary. If the LEA has an approved technology plan, the CDE will automatically send the grant award (AO-400) to all eligible LEAs by the end of each year.
· The payment method for the EETT formula grant will be on a reimbursement basis. EETT formula funds will be paid upon the filing of an End Of Period (EOP) Expenditure Report and can be filed with the CDE at any time, once the grant funds have been fully expended.

· As a condition to receiving any technology grants administered by the CDE, the LEA must have a current three to five year education technology plan approved by the CDE.
